Taxes for Beginners VI:

NONRESIDENT TAX BASICS

Every F, J, and M visa holder in the United States is required to file Form 8843 (only parts I and III) to substantiate their nonresident status with the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) whether they have earned money in the United States or not.
If you have earned any money in the United States during the year 2022, then you must also file an annual tax return.

Nonresident aliens must file their tax return on:

FORM 1040NR
U.S. Nonresident Alien Income Tax Return

DEADLINES: If you earned wages subject to withholding during the year 2022, you must mail your return on or before April 18, 2023.

If you are only mailing Form 8843 to substantiate your status, your due date is June 15, 2023
